	Controls: 

Well before the event the standard of the water is assessed. 

Find as much information, as far as reasonably practical, from all available sources. 
This area of water is well known to KKC and is regularly used by its club members.
Gain permission to use the water and to gain access and egress.

Arrange for safe parking. 
Inform all people and groups involved of your plans and intentions together with the times and the number of people expected to attend.

All organiser must be familiar with and follow the BCU Safety Measures and contents of this risk assessment.

Monitor the weather in the days before the session and in the event of a thunder storm be prepared to clear the water
Organisers will alter or cancel the competition on the ground of safety (change of weather, water conditions or other activity on the water).

The event will be run according to the guidelines stipulated by the BCU/British Canoeing.

First aid provisions, BCU Life Savers and trained first aiders will be in attendance. 
First Aid equipment is available.
Notify Hull City Council & Princes Quay Management of any problems or pollution found on or near the water.

Drowning
	Controls:

Organiser must visually check, as far is reasonably practical, the location before the competition to ascertain general condition, safety and potential hazards of the location.
All paddlers must wear a correctly fitted polo buoyancy aid of the appropriate size and in good order.


	Risk:

Entrapment & Entanglement
	Controls:

Paddlers clothing and footwear must be close fitting and avoid loops in strap, hoods etc. that may get caught.

The kayak must only carry the intended number of people in its cockpit.

The kayaks must not be used to store anything (e.g. balls, bags, shoes, spray decks helmets or food.) apart from in the appropriate storage compartments.

Equipment (kayaks, paddles, helmets and spray decks) should be removed from the water when not in use.

Kayaks should not be left upturned in the water.


	Slips, Trips & Falls
	Organiser must visually check, as far is reasonably practical, the launch site before each session to ascertain the state of access and egress. 
The designated landing at the south of the quay is the only point of access and egress for paddlers during the competition.
Paddler in wet clothing should not enter any retail outlet as likely to cause slip hazards.

Any hazards found should be brought to the attention of the competition organisers and removed or avoided.

All equipment (kayaks, paddles, helmets and spray decks) must be correctly stored neatly in the competitors compound so as not to block walk or drive ways when not in use. All competitors must be encouraged to care and respect for all equipment and to take responsibility for it.


	Manual Handling Injuries
	All must use the correct methods of launching and retrieving a kayak from the water and removing of water from and carrying of a kayak.

All participants, especially children, should be encouraged to ask for assistance and to work in pairs when handling equipment.

Everyone should be encouraged to assist each other in the loading and unloading of equipment on to cars and trailers.



	Falling Objects and collisions with Boats and Paddles

	All boats and equipment must be securely fastened on to roof racks and trailers. 
Children should be kept away from the loading areas.

All paddlers must wear a correctly fitted polo buoyancy aid of the appropriate size and in good order.

	Controls:
All paddlers must wash their hand after paddling and before eating.

Toilets will be on site to supplement existing facilities within Princess Quay and City Centre.

Paddlers should be encouraged not to pick things out of the water and to avoid other peoples rubbish but be responsible for their own. 

Beware of broken bottles & cans & other sharp objects.

Avoid unnecessary splashing of others, drinking the water and unnecessary capsizing in still water.

	Environmental
	Suitable and appropriate clothing must be worn according to the weather. 
Use of sun block should be encouraged by all particularly youngsters. 

Understand the signs of & protect against hypothermia particularly with youngsters.

Refreshments are available at all time locally.
Staff will be on duty during the weekend to collect litter and provided with gloves and extra litter bins.



	Traffic (Pedestrian and Vehicles) 
	Care will be taken when moving equipment in public areas. 


	Fire
	A water fire extinguisher not required. 

	Security
	Organisers will monitor security as far as reasonable practical. All visitor and competitors are responsible for their own property.

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Method Statement for Use of Temporary Fencing 

for the Hull International Canoe Polo - KKC 007 Appendix A April 2009
1. Introduction

KKC hire a temporary fencing system from a reputable company, as used at a large number of events around the area; the fencing provides perimeter security of the boat compound, designated referee areas and can be used to model crowd flows on sites.

The system consists of metal mesh panels which are stood with ground support blocks and fixed with panel clamps; gate openings are incorporated into the fence line for access/egress.

The whole operation will be overseen by the KKC Site Coordinator and performed by KKC Crew; all will have regard for access routes and health & safety of: members of the public, local residence, local businesses, themselves and any other users. 

Care will taken of the property of others during this process.

2. Method Statement for Erection and Dismantling

Unloading

The panels are transported to the required location by the hire company on a vehicle.

Fence components should be delivered as near as possible to the point of use.

Caution should be exercised before unloading and an inspection made to

ensure that the load has not shifted in transport.

Panels should be removed from the trailer under the instruction of the hire company driver, assisted by their banksman (where necessary). 

KKC Crew involved in unloading, loading and erection should wear appropriate PPE (gloves, suitable clothing and footwear).

The KKC Site Coordinator will direct the KKC Crew where to place the panels and where loads should be placed.

Erection

The KKC Site Coordinator will ensure that weather conditions are suitable for the erection of the panels; if it is felt that wind speed is to high, work will cease until conditions become acceptable.

The KKC Site Coordinator will ensure that their working area is clear and free from members of the public and others; if necessary a temporary cordon designating a safe working zone will be established.

Ground support blocks will be moved on to site one at a time or with a trolley and positioned at appropriate intervals.

Each panel will be moved and positioned by a minimum of two crew members (wearing

appropriate PPE as detailed above); a third crew member will then position the panel into the appropriate holes in the ground support blocks and fix them with panel clamps. 

The panel clamps will be fixed to the adjacent panel as that is erected. 

All bolts will be tightened with the appropriate size spanner.

At frequent intervals panels are supported by a smaller panels at the junction of the large panels; these add support to the main fence and create team compounds for use during the event.

Once the fence line is completed, it will be inspected by the KKC Site Coordinator and deemed safe for use. Any faults or concerns will be rectified before the event starts. 

Dismantling

The fence line can be taken apart one panel at a time. 

Prior to dismantling the KKC Site Coordinator will inspect the surrounding area and decide on the most appropriate method.

Dismantling is a reverse process of erection; KKC Crew will take all fence components to the collection points and take care to avoid leaving trip or other hazards. 

Loading

Loading is a reverse of the unloading process; it is the driver’s responsibility

to ensure that the load is properly fixed before moving off.

The KKC Site Coordinator will do a final check of the site after all is cleared.
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
