Organising Club
Kingston Kayak Club KKC/KIN
Website
www.kkc.org.uk
Race detail

Originally run as the Mike Jones Memorial York Marathon on the River Ouse in the centre of York the race relocated to the Environment Agency site at Barmby on the Marsh in 2008 due to growing difficulties with city centre access.

If travelling along the M62 leave at the Howden junction – Junction 37.  You need to go through Barmby village to the end of the road to the Tidal Barrage site (There is only one road!).  Check your SatNav gets you over the River Ouse if coming from the west as they have been know to direct you to the wrong side of the river where we can wave across at you.
The site has car parking, toilets, picnic site and pontoon access to the river. The site is a nature reserve with bird watching facilities.  The Trans Pennine Trail runs through the site.  No refreshment facilities but pub in the village.
The course is upstream on the River Derwent – gentle river meanders with easy access to the banks and no portages.  Footpaths on both sides for walking/cycling support.  Limited river traffic with occasional cabin cruiser or narrow boat.

River level normally low and slow moving at time of the race but obviously dictated by weather conditions.

A good beginners’ race and fun race available.  Normally attracts Division 7 to 9 plus Lightnings and fun race.
